SPEAKERS

Allan Gibson, QPM: Commander Allan Gibson is the lead on Extradition and Mutual Legal Assistance for the Association of Chief Police Officers. With twenty-nine years service with the Metropolitan Police Service, he has specialised in serious and organised crime. Over recent years he has led for the MPS on economic crime, money laundering and criminal asset confiscation, narcotics and child protection. He was the National Olympic Crime Advisor and led the five-year project to plan the crime response for the 2012 Olympic Games. He was recently appointed to be the Director of Professional Standards with the MPS and was awarded the Queen's Police Medal for distinguished police service in 2012.

Lord Hannay of Chiswick:  David Hannay is a former career diplomat, having joined the UK Diplomatic Service in 1959, with initial postings to Tehran and Kabul. He was involved in the negotiations that led to the UK’s entry into the European Communities and then served at the UK embassy in Washington DC (1984-5) before becoming Permanent Representative to the European Economic Community (1985-90). From 1990 until 1995 he was UK ambassador to the United Nations. Between 1996 and 2003, he was UK Special Representative for Cyprus and, in 2004, served on the UN Secretary-General’s High Level Panel on Threats, Challenges and Change, which proposed reforms including the Human Rights Council and Peace-building Commission. In 2003 he was made a Companion of Honour. He co-chairs the UN Association, UK’s parliamentary group on global security and non-proliferation and is also a member of the Top Level Group of UK Parliamentarians for Multilateral Nuclear Disarmament and Non-Proliferation. In 2001 he became a Life Peer in the House of Lords and sits on the Crossbenches. He is currently a member of the House’s EU Select Committee and is the chairman of its Sub-Committee on Home Affairs, Health and Education. It is currently conducting a joint inquiry with the Sub-Committee on Justice, Institutions and Consumer Protection into the UK’s opt-out decision.
Professor Steve Peers: Steve Peers is a Professor at Essex. His publications include EU Justice and Home Affairs Law (OUP, 3d edition 2012) and many articles on different aspects of EU law. He has worked as a consultant for the European Parliament, the European Commission, the Foreign and Commonwealth Office, the House of Lords Select Committee on the European Union and the Council of Europe, and contributed to the work of NGOs such as Amnesty International, Justice, Statewatch and the Immigration Law Practitioners’ Association. He holds a PhD from Essex and degrees from the London School of Economics, McMaster University (Canada) and the University of Western Ontario (Canada).

Jago Russell: Jago Russell has been Chief Executive of Fair Trials International since 2008. He trained and practised as a solicitor with a leading London law firm and in an international human rights law organisation. Prior to joining Fair Trials International, Jago was legal policy officer at the National Council for Civil Liberties and a legal specialist in the UK Parliament. Jago has particular expertise in international and comparative human rights and criminal law
Professor John Spencer is a Professor of Law at the University of Cambridge, Director of the Cambridge University Centre for European Legal Studies and President of the UK European Criminal Law Association. He writes and lectures extensively on EU and domestic criminal law and evidence. In 1997 he was part of the team responsible for the Corpus Juris project. He is a QC (honoris causa), an Academic Bencher of the Inner Temple and holds an Honorary Degree from the University of Poitiers.
Aled Williams is the former President of Eurojust. His legal career started in 1984 when he was admitted as a solicitor and then worked as a prosecutor with responsibility for serious cases of homicide, fraud and drug trafficking. In 2002 he was appointed the United Kingdom liaison magistrate to Spain. He worked in the Ministry of Justice in Madrid for four years, dealing with mutual legal assistance, extradition and the introduction of European Arrest Warrant procedures. Mr Williams first joined Eurojust in July 2006 as Deputy National Member for the UK and in 2008 was appointed as National Member for the United Kingdom and in 2010 he was elected President of Eurojust.
